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Download the “ds652” GIS dataset from the California BIOS site (via the metadata
page) and load into GIS: this may allow you to overlay the permit/mitigation polygons
with your parcel of interest. 
On the MVPGR site, check the “High-Resolution Digital Grid Map” under their
map/directions section — that may show easement and zone boundaries.

Contact UC Merced Planning or the Reserve Director to ask for a permit boundary
map (Section 401/404) for the campus/adjacent easement lands: there may be permit
exhibits (legal descriptions & maps) tied to the 404 permit referenced in the UC
Merced document. 
If you have GIS software, overlay your proposed 0.71-acre parcel with known
easement/mitigation/permit boundary layers to determine if the parcel is inside or
adjacent to those zones.
