No person shall park, stop, or leave standing any recreational vehicle on
any public or private street, highway, or alley or public property within the
city at any time, except pursuant to a temporary RV parking permit issued by
the Chief of Police or his/her designee pursuantto this chapter.
NOTE: Parking permits are available to residents only and

only valid within their individual residential property limits.
8.46.020. Definitions.
For the purpose of the provisions of this chapter, the following words and phrases shall be
construed to have the following meanings, unless it is apparent from the context that a
different meaning is intended:

“Recreational Vehicle” or “RV” shall mean any vehicle or trailer which is capable of
human habitation or designed or used for recreational camping or travel use, whether
seff-propelled or mounted on, or drawn by, another vehicle, or any structure inspected,
approved and designated as a recreational vehicle by, and bearing the insignia of, the
State of Califomia or any other state or federal agency having the authority to approve
recreational vehicles. “Recreational vehicle” shall include, without limitation, any of the
following: 8 ‘camp traier” as defined by Calfornia Vehicke Code Section 242; a ‘i
wheel travel trailer,” as defined by California Vehicle Code Section 324; a “house car,”
as defined in Calfomia Vehicle Code Section 362; a ‘trailer as defined in Calfomia.
