In accordance with Chapter 20.68 of the Merced City Zoning Ordinance, the Site Plan
Review Committee reviewed and approved Site Plan Application #426 on November 29,
2018, submitted by Barghausen Engineering, applicant for Gateway Park Development
Partners, LLC, property owners. This application allows the construction of a 3,348-
square-foot convenience market, a 1,121-square-foot car wash, and a 6,050-square-foot gas
station canopy with 8 pumps on approximately 1.33 acres, generally located at the
southeast corner of Campus Parkway and Coffee Street (810 and 814 South Coffee Street)
within Planned Development (P-D) #74, with a General Plan designation of
Regional/Community Commercial (RC). Said property being more particularly described
as a 1.33 acre portion of the property described in the Grant Deed recorded as Document
No. 2017-042844 in Merced County Records; also known as Assessor’s Parcel Number
(APN) 061-250-092.

WHEREAS, The Planning staff has conducted an environmental review of the project in
accordance with the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA),
and concluded that Environmental Review #18-63 is a second tier environmental
document, based upon the City's determination that the proposed development remains
consistent with the current General Plan and provisions of CEQA Guidelines, Section
15162 [Environmental Review #15-18 [EIR for the Merced Gateway Master Plan (SCH
#2015101048)]. A copy of the Section 15162 Findings can be found at Exhibit J; and,

WHEREAS, the Merced City Site Plan Review Committee makes the following Findings:

A) The proposal complies with the General Plan designation of
Regional/Community Commercial (RC) and the Zoning classification of
Planned Development (P-D) #74.

NOW,

The applicant is proposing to construct a convenience market, car wash, and gas
station on approximately 1.33 acres of land within the Merced Gateway Master
Plan area (Exhibits A and B).

The proposed project is consistent with the Merced Gateway Master Plan
(Exhibit D). All applicable conditions of approval contained in City Council
Resolution #2017-44 (Exhibit E) and all applicable Mitigation Measures
contained in the Mitigation Monitoring Program (Exhibit F) adopted with City
Council Resolution #2017-43 shall apply.

The parking requirements for the convenience market, car wash, and gas station
are three spaces plus one space for every 250 square feet of retail sales area.
Based on this calculation, the project is required to have 16 parking spaces. The
site plan provides a total of 17 spaces. Parking lot trees at a ratio of one tree for
every six parking spaces are required (Condition #8).

Gas Stations are exempt from providing bicycle parking spaces, however, the
convenience market is not exempt. Therefore, bicycle parking spaces are
required in compliance with Section 20.38.080 (Condition #9).

As required by Condition #16 of City Council Resolution #2017-44, the
Circulation Transportation Improvement Phasing Plan (CTIPP) has been
modified (refer to Exhibit G). No additional roadway improvements are
required with this development.

Zoning Ordinance Section 20.44.160 prohibits tobacco sales within 1,000 feet
of a school site. The Weaver Middle School is located at the southwest corner
of Gerard Avenue and Coffee Street and is within 1,000 feet of the project site
(Exhibit 1.

A Parcel Map to subdivide this property into 9 separate parcels was submitted
November 15, 2018 (Lot Split Application #18-03) (Exhibit H). Once the parcel
map is recorded, the parcel for this project may be outside the 1,000-foot buffer
for tobacco sales. Refer to Condition #17 regarding tobacco sales.

Alcohol sales are not proposed with this application. Alcohol sales for this
project would require approval of a Conditional Use Permit (Condition #16).

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Merced City Site Plan Review

Committee does approve Site Plan Application #426 subject to the following conditions:

The site shall be constructed as shown on Exhibit B (site plan), Exhibit C
(elevations), and as modified by the conditions of approval within this resolution.

All conditions contained in Site Plan Review #79-1 — Amended (“Standard
Conditions for Site Plan Review Application”) shall apply.

All other applicable codes, ordinances, policies, etc., adopted by the City of Merced
shall apply, including, but not limited to, the California Building Code and Fire
Codes.

The developer/applicant shall indemnify, protect, defend (with counsel selected by
the City), and hold harmless the City, and any agency or instrumentality thereof,
and any officers, officials, employees, or agents thereof, from any and all claims,
actions, suits, proceedings, or judgments against the City, or any agency or
instrumentality thereof, and any officers, officials, employees, or agents thereof to
attack, set aside, void, or annul, an approval of the City, or any agency or
instrumentality thereof, advisory agency, appeal board, or legislative body,
including actions approved by the voters of the City, concerning the project and the
approvals granted herein. Furthermore, developer/applicant shall indemnify,
protect, defend, and hold harmless the City, or any agency or instrumentality
thereof, against any and all claims, actions, suits, proceedings, or judgments against
any governmental entity in which developer/applicant’s project is subject to that
other governmental entity’s approval and a condition of such approval is that the
City indemnify and defend (with counsel selected by the City) such governmental
entity. City shall promptly notify the developer/applicant of any claim, action, or
proceeding. City shall further cooperate fully in the defense of the action. Should
the City fail to either promptly notify or cooperate fully, the developer/applicant
shall not thereafter be responsible to indemnify, defend, protect, or hold harmless
the City, any agency or instrumentality thereof, or any of its officers, officials,
employees, or agents.

The developer/applicant shall construct and operate the project in strict compliance
with the approvals granted herein, City standards, laws, and ordinances, and in
compliance with all State and Federal laws, regulations, and standards. In the event
of a conflict between City laws and standards and a State or Federal law, regulation,
or standard, the stricter or higher standard shall control.

Notwithstanding all other conditions, all construction and improvements shall be in
strict accordance with Zoning, Building, and all other codes, ordinances, standards,
and policies of the City of Merced.

Community Facilities District (CFD) formation is required for the entire Merced
Gateway Master Plan Area for annual operating costs for police and fire services
as well as storm drainage, public landscaping, street trees, street lights, parks, and
open space. CFD procedures shall be initiated before issuance of the first building
permit (since this project is the first building permit, CFD procedures must be
initiated prior to this development.) Developer/Owner shall submit a request
agreeing to such a procedure, waiving right to protest and post deposit as
determined by the City Engineer to be sufficient to cover procedure costs and
maintenance costs expected prior to first assessments being received.

A minimum of 16 parking stalls shall be provided to serve the convenience market,
car wash, and gas station. The parking lot layout shall comply with all applicable

City Standards. Parking lot trees shall be provided at a ratio of one tree for every
six parking spaces within this site. These trees shall be installed per the City’s
Parking Lot Landscape Standards, shall be a minimum of 15 gallons, and be of a
type that provides a 30-foot minimum canopy at maturity (trees shall be selected
from the City’s approved tree list).

Bicycle parking shall be provided as required by Zoning Ordinance Section
20.38.080. Short-term bicycle parking shall be equivalent to 8% (1 space) of
required automobile parking spaces. Long-term parking spaces are not required for
this use. All bicycle parking spaces shall meet the City’s design standards for
bicycle racks.

The property owner shall contact MID and enter into all necessary agreements for
all crossings over or under any MID facilities including utilities, bridges,
driveways, and pipelines and for all work associated with MID facilities.

Appropriate turning radii shall be provided within the parking areas to allow for
Fire Department and refuse truck access.

All improvements including, but not limited to, sidewalk, curb, gutter, street lights,
and street trees, shall be installed along the project frontage on Coffee Street and
Campus Parkway.

Access to the site shall be from a shared driveway on Coffee Street and a shared
driveway on Campus Parkway. All improvements as required by the City Engineer
shall be installed with these driveways.

The design of the intersection of Campus Parkway and Coffee Street, including the
northbound turn lanes and stacking distances, shall be subject to approval of the
City Engineer.

The applicant shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of the City Engineer that
sufficient stacking room is provided for the turn lane on Coffee Street. If sufficient
stacking room is not provided, an additional turn lane shall be provided.

Alcohol sales are not permitted with this approval. If alcoholic beverages are to be
sold at this location, approval of a Conditional Use Permit shall be required. If the
Census Tract for this location is over-concentrated as determined by the California
Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC), a Finding of Public
Convenience or Necessity by the City Council shall be required.

Tobacco sales are not permitted with this approval. However, if in the future, the
parcel is determined to be more than 1,000 feet from a school, tobacco sales would
be allowed.

Irrigation for all on-site landscaping shall be provided by a drip system or micro-
spray system in accordance with the State’s Emergency Regulation for Statewide
Urban Water Conservation or any other state or city mandated water regulations
dealing with the current drought conditions.

The on-site landscape design shall include the use of xeriscape landscaping and
avoid the use of turf as much as possible.

All landscaping shall be kept healthy and maintained, and any damaged or missing
landscaping shall be replaced immediately.

All signing shall comply with Merced Gateway Master Sign Program. Building
permits shall be obtained prior to installing any permanent signing. A Temporary
Sign Permit shall be obtained prior to installing any temporary signs or banners.
Temporary freestanding or A-frame signs are not allowed. Approval from the
property owner, acknowledging compliance with the Master Sign Program, shall
be submitted along with the building permit for each sign. The wall posters shown
on the building elevations for the convenience market are counted toward the
maximum sign allowance for the building.

A sand/oil separator shall be installed for the car wash and a grease interceptor or
other approved device shall be installed for the convenience market.

All mechanical equipment shall be screened from public view.

A backflow prevention device shall be provided for all water services (i.e.,
domestic, irrigation, and fire).

The refuse container location is approved as proposed. All refuse containers shall
be located within a refuse enclosure constructed per City Standards. The opening
for a front access enclosure must be a minimum of 16 feet from post to post.

The project shall comply with all City Standards for storm drainage. The developer
shall work with the City Engineer to determine the requirements for storm drainage
on the site. The developer shall provide all necessary documentation for the City
Engineer to evaluate the storm drain system. All storm drain systems shall be
installed to meet City Standards and State regulations.

The project shall comply with all the Post Construction Standards required to
comply with state requirements for the City’s Phase Il MS-4 Permit (Municipal
Separate Storm Sewer System).

The premises shall remain clean and free of debris at all times. All graffiti shall be
removed within 48 hours.

Fire sprinklers or another approved fire suppression system shall be required for
the fueling canopy, subject to approval of the Fire Department.

The proposed project shall be constructed/designed in substantial
compliance with Exhibit 1 (site plan) and Exhibit 2 (the Merced
Gateway Master Plan), -- Attachments F and G of Staff Report #17-
11, except as modified by the conditions below or as approved by the
Site Plan Review Committee.

The approval of the Merced Gateway Master Plan is an approval of
the conceptual design of the project. Specific details related to access,
site design, and architectural details shall be approved by the Site Plan
Review Committee prior to each phase of construction.

Developer/Owner shall submit a request agreeing to such a
procedure, waiving right to protest and post deposit as determined by
the City Engineer to be sufficient to cover procedure costs and
maintenance costs expected prior to first assessments being received.

The project shall comply with all mitigation measures required by the
Mitigation Monitoring program (Exhibit B of Planning Commission
Resolution #3083 — Attachment M of Staff Report #17-11).

All development shall be in accordance with the design guidelines and
standards of the Merced Gateway Master Plan unless otherwise
modified by this resolution or future action of the Site Plan Review
Committee.

Minor modifications to the Merced Gateway Master Plan, including
the site plan are subject to approval by the Development Services
Director or, at his/her discretion, may be referred to the Site Plan
Review Committee. Changes to the Master Plan and/or site plan shall
be supported by evidence showing that the changes would not create
conflicts within the Master Plan area or surrounding area. The
Director of Development Services may require changes to the Master
Plan or Site Plan if it is determined the proposed plan creates an
unsafe situation.

If the final site plan is approved in phases, evidence shall be provided
showing that the phase being approved would not conflict with future
phases. A site plan of the entire Master Plan area shall be provided
with the approval of each phase to allow the Site Plan Review
Committee to confirm each phase will work in conjunction with
existing and future phases.

At the time the City determines it is needed, the owner shall offer for
dedication a minimum 1.5-acre parcel for a future fire station as
shown on the site plan found at Attachment F of Staff Report #17-11.

Roadway improvements shall be made in accordance with the
Circulation Transportation Improvement Phasing Plan found at
Attachment | of Staff Report #17-11.

The Circulation Transportation Improvement Phasing Plan (CTIPP)
shall be modified prior to the first phase of construction at the owner’s

sole expense to determine what improvements are necessary.
Subsequent modifications shall be made at the owner’s sole expense
If the phasing of the project is different than what is analyzed in the
CTIPP. Any modifications to the CTIPP shall be approved by the
Development Services Director and City Engineer and in consultation
with Caltrans regarding improvements within its jurisdiction.

Any modifications to the CTIPP shall be supported by a traffic
analysis subject to City and Caltrans approval which identifies:

A signal shall be installed at the intersection of Parsons Avenue and
Coffee Street.

Bicycle parking shall meet the minimum requirements of the
California Green Building Code and MMC 20.38.080.

Changes to the tree and plant list approved with the Merced Gateway
Master Plan are subject to approval by the Planning Manager for any
on-site landscape areas.

This letter summarizes KDAnderson & Associates review of the ARCO am/pm gas station proposed near
the intersection of Campus Parkway / Coffee Street in the Merced Gateway Master Plan area of the City
Merced. Our review is intended to fulfill the requirements of Merced Gateway’s Mitigation TRANS-1g
which requires consideration of the incremental impacts of individual Master Plan phases. Our review
makes use of work we prepared in 2017 to support the Merced Gateway Master Plan’s DEIR and is
intended to identify the extent to any which identified mitigation measures should accompany the ARCO

am/pm project.

June 1, 2017 Phasing Analysis

Our firm completed a focused Circulation / Transportation Improvement Phasing Analysis for Merced
Gateway in the summer of 2017, and that document is attached. That analysis identified the incremental
impacts of ten distinct development phases for Merced Gateway as had been identified at the time and
focused on the need to improve the key Campus Parkway / Coffee Street intersection.

The analysis’ executive summary identified the following key conclusions:

Executive Summary

1. An all-way stop control at Campus Parkway / Coffee Street will operate at LOS C with Phase 3
but would reach LOS E with Phase 4. With Phases 1-3 eastbound queueing on Campus
Parkway will not extend to the NB ramp intersection, and modifying the NB off ramp to
provide a second right turn lane is not immediately required. A total of 775 new p.m. peak
hour trips would be generated with Phases 1-3. This represents 32% of the project’s total new
p.m. peak hour trips.

2. A traffic signal at Campus Parkway / Coffee Street would be needed with Phase 4, and the NB
SR 99 off ramp will need to be reconfigured to provide a second right turn lane. Without
additional SR 99 interchange modifications the Campus Parkway/ Coffee Street intersection
would operate at LOS D or better through Phase 6, but under the original access configuration

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(i.e., full access at Coffee Street) LOS E would occur at the Campus Parkway / Coffee Street
intersection with Phase 7. A total of 1,398 new p.m. peak hour trips would be generated by
Phases 1-6. This represents 58% of the project’s total new p.m. peak hour trips.

3. Because the Circulation Element Access Alternative provided incrementally better Level of
Service, the amount of development that is permissible with the partial signal at Coffee Street
and a full signal at Pluim Drive can reasonably be expected to exceed the limit under the
original access plan. However, for the purpose of this assessment, Phase 6 is also assumed to
be the limit of permissible development without additional interchange improvements.

4. A traffic signal may be warranted at Parsons Avenue / Coffee Street with Phase 8 if left turns
are prohibited at the Central Access on Coffee Street (intersection 15). A total of 1,676 new
p.m. peak hour trips would occur as a result of Phases 1-7, or 70% of the project total.

As suggested by the executive summary, the initial phases of Merced Gateway could proceed without
capacity improvements to the Campus Parkway / Coffee Street intersection or to the adjoining State
Route 99 / Campus Parkway interchange. Frontage improvements were expected to be installed as each

phase proceeds.

Assessment Approach

Because the June 2017 analysis determined that initial Merced Gateway development could proceed
without major mitigations, the assessment herein was intended to confirm that those conclusions are still
applicable to the ARCO am/pm site. This confirmation was based on consideration of these factors:

e Does the ARCO am/pm project fall within the area of a Merced Gateway phase which was
expected to be develop initially?

e Does the trip generation estimate for the ARCO am/pm fall within the limits of the estimates
made for initial Merced Gateway Phases?

e s there evidence that any other factor may have altered background traffic conditions in the area
of Merced Gateway to that point that the need for improvements may have been accelerated?

ARCO am/pm location. Review of the 2017 analysis indicates that the ARCO am/pm site lies within
the assumed Merced Gateway Phase 1. That phase generally included the southeast corner of the Campus
Parkway / Coffee Street intersection and was the first phase expected to be developed.

ARCO am/pm Trip Generation Estimate. Table 1 identifies the original trip generation estimate for
Merced Gateway Phase 1. As shown that phase was assumed to include a gasoline station and fast food
restaurant and was expect to generate 171 “new” trips after discount for “pass by” trips. Alternatively the
ARCO am/pm is expected to generate 98 new p.m. peak hour trips. Because its forecast is lower, the
ARCO am/pm can reasonably be assumed to fall within the mitigation requirements of Phase 1.

Phase 1 Mitigation Requirements. The June 2017 analysis specifically considered the Campus
Parkway / Coffee Street intersection and concluded that Phase 1 could be occupied with a satisfactory
Level of Service using the existing all-way stop controls. A traffic signal (i.e., MM TRANS-If) is not
required with Phase 1, and this conclusion would be consistent for the ARCO am/pm.

The June 2017 study also spoke to the adjoining State Route 99 interchange. NB ramp improvements
(MM TRANS 1-e) were considered, and we determined that this mitigation was not required with Phase
1 because Level of Service was adequate and the queue of eastbound traffic from the Coffee Street
intersection would not reach the northbound SR 99 ramps intersection. The June 2017 analysis reviewed
conditions at the Mission Avenue / SB SR 99 ramps intersection and found acceptable Level of Service
would remain, thus MM TRANS 1-d and MM TRANS 2 are not required.

The June 2017 analysis also looked to the Coffee Street / Parsons Avenue intersection and determined
that without development of a phase adjoining that intersection no improvements were needed (i.e., MM
TRANS 1-¢).

Other EIR Mitigations. Other EIR mitigation locations were not specifically analyzed in June 2017 but
can be judged based on the location of the ARCO am/pm.
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MM TRANS 1-a requires improvements to the Coffee Street / Gerard Avenue intersection. Because
Coffee Street remains discontinuous between Parson Avenue and Gerard Avenue no ARCO am/pm traffic
will be at that intersection and this mitigation is not required. Similarly, MM TRANS 1-b required
widening Coffee Street from Parson Avenue to Campus Parkway, and the ARCO am/pm traffic
contribution in this area would be too small to justify immediate widening.

Mitigation MM TRANS 3-b requires widening Coffee Street to four lanes from Campus Parkway to
Mission Avenue. The ARCO am/pm is along this stretch of Coffee Street and will be installing frontage
improvements that are consistent with this mitigation requirement. However, the traffic volume caused
by the ARCO am/pm is too small to reach the level that would create the need for full roadway widening
from Campus Parkway to Mission Avenue.

Mitigation MM TRANS 1-g requires preparation of a transportation improvement phasing plan. This
mitigation requirement was predicated on the assumption that Merced Gateway’s actual development
schedule was likely to vary from description provided in the CEQA review, and the mitigation was likely
to be needed to address changing circumstances. In this case, because the ARCO am/pm is within the
physical limits originally identified for Phase 1 and generates fewer trips, additional analysis to confirm
its impacts or mitigation requirements is not required.

Similarly, we are not aware of any appreciable change to the baseline circumstances that were known
when the Merced Gateway project was assessed and when the June 2017 analysis was prepared. No
major development projects have been occupied in the area tributary to the study intersections. Review of

the Caltrans traffic volume data base does not provide any information to suggest that the traffic volume
on SR 99 ramps has increased.

This letter presents a Transportation Improvement Phasing Plan that has been prepared to determine the
level of site development that can proceed prior to investing in major improvements to Campus Parkway
assuming that baseline project frontage improvements required by the City of Merced are made.

The analysis is intended to identify the level of development that could:

1. Proceed prior to exceeding LOS D under “Existing Plus Project Phases” conditions at an all-way
stop controlled intersection at Campus Parkway / Coffee Street.

2. Proceed with traffic signals at Campus Parkway / Coffee Street and/or Campus Parkway / Pluim
Drive prior to installing major improvements in the Caltrans right-of-way.

3. Proceed prior to signalizing the Parsons Avenue / Coffee Street intersection.

It is important to note that many factors make identification of an exact project phasing schedule and
transportation improvement implementation schedule difficult. In addition to market forces that may
affect commercial development, recent legislative action has accelerated the probable schedule for the
northerly extension of Campus Parkway beyond its current terminus at Childs Avenue. The DEIR
analysis assumed that Campus Parkway would eventually be extended under the long term cumulative
scenario but its presence under the “Existing Plus” conditions described herein could drastically change
forecasts traffic patterns. As a result, it is likely that this phasing strategy will need to be modified as
more information regarding both the timing of Campus Parkway and the location and nature of local
development becomes available.

Development Assumptions

To assist in this analysis a potential development schedule was created that identified areas of the overall
project that might incrementally proceed. Ten (10) separate phases were identified. It is important to
note that these phases were initially identified in response to the DEIR’s proposed project and that an
alternative strategy may eventually result from implementation of the Circulation Element Alternative as

is now anticipated

Required Improvements. The extent of frontage improvements required by the City of Merced with
each phase was identified by City staff. These assumptions are noted in attachments A1-A10. It is
recognized that the summary of frontage improvements will change with implementation of the modified
Circulation Element Alternative.

Analysis Locations. The locations evaluated in this assessment are intended to provide the information
needed to address operating Level of Service and traffic signal warrants. In the case of the Parsons
Avenue / Coffee Street intersection, the volume of traffic at this location is dependent on traffic controls
installed at the Coffee Street / Central Access intersection. The DEIR traffic study assumed that left turns
would be prohibited at the Central Access is intersection under Existing Plus Project (Merced Gateway
Build Out) conditions. However, because full access will be initially permitted at the Central Access, it is
necessary to evaluate this driveway’s operation in order to determine whether turn prohibitions are
justified and if additional traffic will be diverted to the Parsons Avenue intersection by such prohibition.

Trip Generation Forecasts. The p.m. peak hour trip generation associated with each development phases

was identified using the trip generation rates employed for the DEIR, and these rates are presented in
Table 1. Table 2 presents the resulting trip generation forecasts.

Trip Distribution. The directional distribution assumptions made for “Existing plus Project” conditions
in the DEIR traffic study were re-used. As was noted in the DEIR traffic study, because existing traffic
volumes are low, it was assumed that background volumes on Campus Parkway or Coffee Street were not
sufficient to be an appreciable source of the project’s pass-by trips. Pass-by trips were again assumed to
be diverted from through traffic on SR 99.

Trip Assignment. Trips were assigned to the study area circulation system assuming access that is
available under each phase. In the case of driveways on Coffee Street, full access was assumed for the
new retail driveways under these initial conditions.

Evaluation

Existing plus Project Phases traffic volume were evaluated within the context of the circulation system
that would be available under each phase. Improved intersections were identified, Simtraffic simulation
was performed and resulting Levels of Service were calculated in order to identify the development phase
that would result in conditions in excess of the City’s LOS D standard.
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Permissible Development with All-Way Stop at Campus Parkway / Coffee Street. The simulation
results indicated that Phases 1 thru 3 could be accommodated with an all-way stop at LOS C, but that
Phase 4 would result in LOS E conditions at the intersection.

Figure 1 illustrates Existing Plus Phases 1-3 traffic volumes and schematically notes the intersection
geometry that would be available at the end of Phase 3 under the original access alternative. An all-way
stop remains at the Campus Parkway / Coffee Street intersection, but required frontage improvements
have resulted in some additional lanes at the intersection. Under the Circulation Element Alternative it is
anticipated the Coffee Street approaches will not be widened because only single right turn lanes will
ultimately be created with the partial traffic signal.

As noted in Table 3, at these volume levels the SR 99 ramp intersections continue to operate at LOS A.
The effect of all-way stop operation on queueing in the area of the Campus Parkway intersections has also
been evaluated. With Phase 1-3, the eastbound queues extending from Coffee Street back towards SR 99
would reach 190 feet (left turn lane) 160 feet (through lane and 110 feet (through plus right turn lane).
These queues would not interfere with the operation of the NB ramp intersection, and as a result it would
not be necessary to reconfigure the NB off ramp to provide a second right turn lane until after Phase 3.

Permissible Development with a Full Access Traffic Signal at Campus Parkway / Coffee Street.
The simulation results indicate that under the original access proposal Phases 1 thru 6 could be
accommodated with a full access traffic signal at the Campus Parkway / Coffee Street intersection, but
that Phase 7 would result in LOS E conditions at the intersection. It is important to note, however, that
this evaluation does not assume that Campus Parkway is extended northerly beyond Childs Avenue. This
street extension could reasonably be anticipated to occur before the project exceeded Phase 3 and would
appreciably affect local traffic conditions. As a result additional analysis may be required as development
proceeds. Figure 2 illustrates Existing Plus Phases 1-6 traffic volumes and schematically notes the
intersection geometry that would be available at the end of Phase 6. A traffic signal has been installed at
the Campus Parkway / Coffee Street intersection, but portions of the required frontage improvements can
now be used to create auxiliary lanes that were not feasible with an all-way stop (i.e., dual left turn lanes).
As noted in Table 4, at these volume levels the SR 99 ramp intersections continue to operate at LOS A or
LOS B. However, to address queuing issues in the area between Coffee Street and SR 99 the Northbound
SR 99 off ramp would be reconfigured to provide a second right turn lane when the Coffee Street

intersection is signalized.

Table 5 summarizes conditions with Phase 7. As shown, while the SR 99 ramps would operate at LOS B,
the Campus Parkway / Coffee Street intersection operates at LOS E, which exceeds the City’s LOS D
minimum.

Permissible Development with Modified Circulation Element Alternative Traffic Signals. If the
modified Circulation Element Alternative is pursued then traffic signals will be created at the new Pluim
Drive intersection (full access) and a partial signal will be constructed at the Coffee Street intersection.
The order of installation at these locations is unknown. The exact level of development that can be
accommodated under this circulation alternative has not been calculated, however, the DEIR analysis
concluded that Levels of Service with the Circulation Element Alternative were generally better than
those identified under the original access alternative. Thus, it is reasonable to conclude that the amount of
development that can be accommodated will be similar to or greater than that identified above. (i.e.,
Phase 1-6 permitted). However, it will be appropriate to affirm this conclusion as development proceeds.

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Traffic Signal Warrant at Parsons Avenue / Coffee Street. The DEIR traffic study noted that under
the original access proposal the Parsons Avenue / Coffee Street intersection would eventually carry
volumes that satisfied MUTCD peak hour traffic signal warrants, even though the operating Level of
Service was acceptable. The phase that would result in volumes that met warrants would depend on the
traffic control at the Central Access and the location of development. Development south of Campus
Parkway has relatively little effect on the volume of traffic at the Parsons Avenue / Coffee Street
intersection. As noted in Table 6, if access at the Central Access on Coffee Street (intersection 15) were
to be limited to right-turns-only, then traffic signal warrants could be met at the Parsons Avenue / Coffee
Street intersection with completion of Phase 8.

In general, the Circulation Element Alternative results in less traffic on Coffee Street than was anticipated
under the original access alternative. Thus, while a traffic volume forecast has not been prepared, it is
reasonably to conclude that a traffic signal will not be needed at this intersection under this alternative
until phase 8 or later.

A) A food truck is allowed with Site Plan Review approval within Planned Development (P-
D) #15 and complies with the General Plan designation of Thoroughfare Commercial
(CT).

B) As proposed by the applicant, the food truck satisfies the City Standards and expectations
outlined under the Merced Municipal Code Section 20.44.020 — Food Trucks in Fixed
Locations, regarding operational standards, hours of operation, parking and access,
maintenance, advertising, and licenses.

C) The subject site is currently occupied by a gas station (Chevron) with a touchless car
wash (see Condition #19).

D) The food truck would be located near the southeast corner of the parcel, approximately
100 feet from Olive Avenue and approximately 175 feet from R Street (see Exhibit B).

E) The food truck would not block any driving aisles, fire lanes, fire hydrants, parking stalls,
or building exits.

Modifications to the location of the food truck shall be subject to review by the Planning
Manager, or if deemed necessary, the Site Plan Review Committee.

At least two trash receptacles shall be provided while food is being served. The site and
immediate area shall be maintained free of all debris and trash generated from the use.

All signage shall be contained on the food truck. No A-frame signs, banners, flags, or
other moving or portable signs shall be permitted for this use anywhere onsite or off site.

The hours of operation shall be any span of time between 7:00 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. daily.

If the business is open after dark, lights shall be provided on the vehicle or on the property
that are sufficient to light the vehicle and at least a 50-foot radius around the vehicle. If
lights are not provided, the business shall close at sundown.

Disposal of waste products shall be limited to a Merced County Environmental Health
Department approved commissary or an alternatively approved facility.

The applicant shall comply with the Water Quality Control Division’s (WQCD) Best
Management Practices regarding the disposal of cooking grease and proper cleaning of
kitchen equipment, as shown on Exhibit C, or as otherwise required by the WQCD.

The applicant shall comply with all City of Merced business licensing requirements and
all requirements of the Merced County Health Department.

If problems arise as a result of this business that may require excessive Police Department
service calls to the site or within the immediate area including, but not limited to,
excessive harassment, malicious property damage, or lewd and/or disorderly conduct,
this approval may be subject to review and revocation by the City of Merced.

Food truck activities shall in no way interfere with the operation of the existing business
on the lot, or nearby businesses, including noise, litter, loitering, and traffic circulation.

The applicant shall comply with all regulations found in Merced Municipal Code Section
20.44.020 - Food Trucks in Fixed Locations.

The applicant shall provide restroom facilities for their employees. These restrooms shall
be available in a permanent building that meets the Health Department’s requirements
for distance from the business operation. Portable toilets shall not be allowed.

The food truck shall be fully self-contained for electrical, gas, and plumbing.

The food truck shall not block access to the existing car wash (even though it is currently
not in use) or the underground fuel tanks.

The food truck shall be located at least 25 feet from any underground fuel storage tank
access lids.
